An advisory is an invitation provided to media to solicit their attendance at an event.   

A template for your Local Government Awareness Week media advisory is provided below. Simply fill in the italicized sections and add your logo in the space provided.  

When choosing your distribution date, please note that community newspapers often prefer several days in advance of an event.   

An advisory is only as good as your follow-up.  A phone-call to the assignment editor at the key media outlets in your community can help you ensure that your advisory has been read and gauge the level of interest in your event(s).
