Approximately 2,000+ delegates are expected to attend, coming together to explore opportunities to
balance the priorities ahead and craft plans that impact local communities

e Investment in Mental Health & Substance Use Recovery (EB1)

e Extreme Weather Response (EB18)

e Provincial Government Re-Established as Diking Authority (EB29)
e Increased Funding for Climate Adaptation Costs (EB31)

The convention will also include the annual trade show taking place Wednesday, September 20and
Thursday, September 21. Held only when the UBCM Convention meets in Vancouver, the trade show
has sold out since its inception.
