Vancouver, B.C. (February 13, 2024) — The 2" Union of B.C. Municipalities (UBCM) Housing Summit
begins today in Vancouver at the Westin Bayshore and runs through tomorrow, February 14.

The summit will feature local government leaders, federal Minister Sean Fraser (Housing, Infrastructure
and Communities) and provincial Minister Ravi Kahlon (Housing).
